Volunteer Opportunities at WCRS 

In Studio
-Studio Captain: Has a regular day of the week managing the studio for 5 hours. Oversees playlist producers and takes care of in studio duties like greeting guests, answering phones, and communicating with the Engineer among other duties.

-Playlist Producer: Has a regular day of the week creating and implementing the day’s playlist taking usually less than 3 hours. Works with the Studio Captain
-Cleaning: Dusting, sweeping, taking care of waste and recycling, getting rid of clutter, better organizing the studio. 

Programming
-Program Producer: Producing regular (daily, weekly, etc.) and standardized audio content for airing/streaming. You communicate with the programming committee and studio captains. 

-Foreign Language Program Assessor: Assist in monitoring non-English language programs on WCRS to make sure all content reflects FCC and WCRS policies, guidelines as well as the station’s mission and goals.

-Programming Committee: Monthly meeting concerned with station content involving core volunteers and experts in various aspects of the station. 
-Voice over work for PSAs/Promos Production: Producing standardized audio content for airing/streaming in the form of short pieces/modules, Public Service Announcements, and Promos for a variety of events and organizations. 

Tech and Engineering 

- Web Development: Build and maintain the wcrsfm.org website and stream by working with other members of the tech group. Also assist other stations volunteers in using the site’s features like uploading content among others. 

-Studio Trainers: Meets with other volunteers to train them on various software and equipment available in the studio like using microphones and mixers and doing live radio and producing content.

-Equipment Maintenance: Improve, update, and maintain the studio and station PC’s, hardware, software, and equipment for durability and better performance. Also be on the outlook for potential deals or free sources of equipment. 

-Automation: Build and develop the station’s potential to be automated.

-Engineering: Assist the Engineer in improving and maintaining the station’s broadcast capabilities.

Marketing and Fundraising:

-Solicit Underwriting: Find businesses and organizations that want to support the station and gain recognition and patrons through soliciting underwriting and funding the station financially or through in-kind donations. 
-Marketing: Promote the station and its awareness in the community. Also included would be using social media sites and the web to further WCRS’ reach.
-Plan an Event: Help fundraise fro WCRS by planning an event. It could be as simple as a spaghetti dinner or as ambitious as a music festival. Your imagination is the limit. 
-Outreach Committee: Create and implement creative and practical ways to raise funds for the station including events, speeches, activities, fund-drives and more.

Other:

-Artists and Photographers: Use your creative skills and talents to capture in art the mission of the station. Photos can be used on the station website as well as in Simply Living newsletter and other publications. Artists are also needed to improve the look of our website, fliers, literature and station graphics. Musicians to compose themes and jingles and assist program producers in creating audio equipment.
